The working group identified several broad-reaching areas to ensure sustainable insurance markets worldwide: 

 

o Increased use of information technology to evaluate risks more effectively 

o Global partnerships  

o Better understanding of effective risk management 

o Improved claims handling in disaster situations 

o Create efficient best practice partnerships between the public and private sectors 

 

The working groupôs report is a milestone in highlighting the important role of the insurance industry in 

addressing critical and constantly changing global risks.  The report is gaining attention from a variety of 

industry organizations interested in corporate, social, and environmental responsibility.  You can download 

and read the 64-page .pdf report at http://www.eurocharity.org/en/article.php?article_id=1635 .

Board Approves Chapter Name Change Motion 
 

 

 

Your CPCU Board during it's October 3rd meeting passed a Motion to change the name of our 

chapter from the Central Arizona Chapter of the CPCU Society to the Arizona Chapter of the 

CPCU Society.  With the dissolution of the Southern Arizona chapter and the merging of that 

chapter's membership into our chapter, there now exists only one Arizona Chapter.  The 

proposed name change will require amending the by-laws of the chapter and a majority vote of 

the membership.  Once these actions are accomplished, the National Governing Board of the 

CPCU Society must also approve the chapter's name change.  

The proposed name change will promote the idea that the Chapter is open to all Arizona 

residents.  It will not matter if they are from Flagstaff, Yuma, Tucson or Phoenix.  Keeping the 

old name implies there are other Arizona chapters in other geographic areas of the state.  

Comments regarding this proposal may be directed to any of the Chapter board members.  In 

the meantime, we will operate as the Central Arizona Chapter pending membership and 

national approval. We anticipate operating as the Arizona Chapter by fiscal year-end.  In May 

2008, we expect the membership to elect its first Board under the new chapter name.
